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Since 1980 fees have risen by 380% - Working class participation in third level has correspondingly
fallen. Less than 50% of students receive grants and its real value has fallen every year since

1980. Third level education is now more elitist than ever as a consequence of cutbacks, high

+fee increases and no commitment to increase the number of places.
